It packs a full body of flavor with fruity bright acidity and a fresh rich finish. Natural wine has 
become a fan favorite with producers.

Blaufränkisch, Gönc ‘Sabotage’, Dubrovnik, Slovenia ‘20	 52
Mild in body and high in acid, this red has black fruits, cherries, and mushroom notes that 
all stem from this indigenous Slovenian grape. Gönc Winery has a unique ‘musical’ way of 
wine-making that creates the ideal red for Chef ’s cuisine. A story of Hungarian barrels and rock 
‘n’ roll tunes.

Petite Sirah Pet-Nat, Subject to Change ‘Monster Party’, Mendocino County, California	 59
A sparkling red made organically in the pet-nat style, creates an explosive amount of pomegranate 
and hibiscus while also giving brightness & freshness with a hint of tart cherry. Perfect for sharing 
(or not sharing)!
